QUALIFYING HUNTERS: Hunter sections restricting entries based on winnings will use US Equestrian
National Horse of the Year points or money won, as applicable, received at shows starting on or after April 2,
2018 through shows starting on or before March 31, 2019 as means of qualification using the best points earned
or money won, per GR915.3(1), at no more than 15 horse shows during this time period. Management will
allow horses/ponies who were champions at the Devon Horse Show in 2018 to show in 2019 in their respective
sections if eligible and entered by the entry deadline. For Green Hunter Sections (3°6”, 3°9”, Green Conforma-
tion): The qualifying period for these sections is December 1, 2018 through March 31, 2019.

JUMPERS (other than Open): Junior and Amateur Owner Jumper sections will use US Equestrian records
of money won in their respective sections in classes with fences set at 1.40m or higher to accept horses based
on the qualifying period of shows starting on or after April 2, 2018 through shows starting on or before March

Jumping Ranking list dated April 6, 2019 and the FEI Longines World Ranking List #219.

Exhibitors entering any equitation class must include
entry fee, stall fees, showing fees, and $5 processing fee with initial entry.

SADDLEBRED, HACKNEY and HARNESS EXHIBITORS:

All horses showing in the Saddlebred division must present current breed papers. Post-entries for individual
classes will only be accepted for horses already entered. Any class changes (i.e. scratches/adds) must be com-
pleted in the Horse Show office by 12:00 noon for the afternoon classes and/or by 5:00pm for evening classes
on the day of the competition. All exhibitors must provide a credit card or open check to allow for class
changes. EXHIBITORS MUST PROVIDE SOCIAL SECURITY NUMBER FOR PRIZE MONEY. It
is the responsibility of the exhibitor to ensure that the Show office has the correct and complete Social
Security number.

STARTING ORDER: Starting orders will be established for every class over fences. A systematic rotation
will be employed within each section. The starting orders for the Junior and Amateur Owner Jumper Classics
and the Open Jumper Stake will be drawn first and the remaining classes in these sections will be rotated off
of those orders. The starting order for the Sapphire Grand Prix will be a separate draw.

SCHOOLING: Daily schooling schedules will be posted. NO LUNGING OF HORSES WILL BE PER-
MITTED ANYWHERE ON THE SHOWGROUNDS WHILE THE SHOW IS IN SESSION. NO EXCEP-
TIONS.

RING INFORMATION: Dixon Oval - 150’ X 325”; Wheeler Ring - 148’ X 295’; all show rings and
schooling areas are surfaced with Poel’s International All-Weather Footing.

FEES: Payment of all fees must be made in US Funds. A penalty of $50.00 will be charged for all non- negotiable
funds. Management reserves the right to prohibit from competition and return the entry of any owner, rider, driver
or trainer whose processing or entry fee payment has been returned as non-negotiable on one or more occasions.
Devon Horse Show reserves the right to require guaranteed funds from exhibitors. All financial matters regarding
the 2019 Devon Horse Show will be closed by July 1, 2019, NSF collection excepted. When you provide a check
as payment, you authorize Devon Horse Show either to use information from your check to make a one-time
electronic fund transfer from your account or to process the payment as a check transaction.

SCRATCHES: Stabling, nomination and application fees will not be refunded under any circumstances. If a horse
has shown in any class, it is not eligible for any refund. Horses entered may be scratched without a veterinarian’s
certificate by notifying the Horse Show office in writing by noon EST on Monday May 6th and entry fees will be
refunded less a $200 processing fee. Should a horse be deemed unable to compete between noon EST on Monday
May 6th and noon EST Monday May 13th, a scratch submitted with a veterinarian’s certificate will be eligible for
50% entry fee refund less a $200 processing fee. No other scratches under any other circumstances will be issued a
refund. Unless written notification is received by noon EST May 13th, no portion of entries or fees will be refunded.
Refunds will be mailed within 30 days after completion of the show. A scratched entry is no longer eligible to
receive exhibitor parking passes or exhibitor wristbands.

SUBSTITUTIONS: No substitution of horses may be made after the announced closing of entries, except Saddle-
bred/Hackney entries and equitation classes. A completed entry blank and all necessary paperwork must be submit-
ted to apply for said substitution. No horse may be withdrawn from competition without permission from the Show
Committee. Exhibitors are responsible for entry fees of all horses entered by them or by their agents.

SETTLING OF ACCOUNTS: All accounts must be settled in full by Monday, June 17, 2019. No adjustments,
reissuing of checks or rebilling will be permitted after this date!

PRIZE MONEY: All prize money will be paid through the Horse Show office. All prize monies will be mailed
within 30 days after the completion of the show to the owner of record unless the “Alternate Payee” section on the
entry blank is completed in full. Every exhibitor must furnish a complete Social Security number or Federal
Tax ID number or be subject to IRS withholding of 30%. ALL ENTRIES IN PRIZE MONEY CLASSES
MUST PROVIDE SOCIAL SECURITY NUMBER. It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to ensure that the
Show office has their correct and complete Social Security number as well as current mailing address. Devon
will charge a $50 fee to reissue any check due to exhibitor’s incomplete/incorrect address or incomplete/incor-
rect Social Security number or Tax ID number.
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TIME SCHEDULE: The time schedule and order of events herein is tentative. The schedule booklet (which
will be available at the Horse Show office) will contain the official starting times, changes in scheduling, and
revisions. Exhibitors are responsible for having entries at the ring 30 minutes before class time. No class will
be delayed more than three minutes. Exhibitors must request the Starter to adjust for conflicts.

STANDBY: Deadline for replacing horses/ponies on standby in qualifying hunter/jumper sections is 5:00pm
the day before the start of the section.

TROPHIES: The Devon Horse Show will retain all trophies and will be responsible for the engraving of the
trophies.

EXHIBITOR PASSES: Passes for exhibitors and their guests will be assigned and may be obtained from
the Horse Show office.

PARKING: Parking is extremely limited and will be on a first come first served basis! No cars will be
allowed on the grounds at any time without the proper passes. Vans or trailers will not be allowed on the
grounds while the show is in session during Junior Weekend (5/23-5/25).

DOGS: Dogs will not be permitted on the premises unless restrained by a leash. Stable dogs must be
confined at all times. Any owner of a dog found loose on the show grounds will be fined $100 and will be
responsible for the entry fees of the horse (s) whose performance may have been disrupted!

CAMPERS: No campers or RVs allowed on the grounds. Parking for RVs and campers is not available in
any of the Devon parking lots.

HUNTER CHAMPIONSHIPS: Unless otherwise noted, the Champion and Reserve Champion titles in
each section will be awarded to two of the four horses/ponies which have earned the most points in all class-
es over fences in that section. In addition to these points, only these four will receive full points for ribbons
won in one Under Saddle class and half points won in a Model class. Ties broken according to US Equestrian
HU150.

ADDITIONAL RULES: Numbers will be provided by the Horse Show. GR801.9 will not be enforced. In
all hunter and equitation classes, management reserves the right to limit the courtesy circle with the use of a
dotted line. Exhibitors are notified that any act of discourtesy or disobedience to the judges or officials on the
part of any owner, rider, driver, trainer or groom will disqualify the horse and require the owner to forfeit all
entry and other fees. The Committee reserves the right to prohibit any person from attending or showing a
horse and to remove any horse or groom from the show without being liable for compensation. The Commit-
tee will not be responsible for any accident which may occur to any rider, driver, trainer, groom or attendant,
animal, carriage or equipment at the show. Should any questions arise that are not provided for in the rules,
the same will be referred to the Show Committee whose decision shall be final.

BIOHAZARDOUS MEDICAL WASTE: Containers for the disposal of needles, syringes, and other
medical waste will be provided in all stabling areas. All exhibitors and their agents are responsible for the
proper disposal of medical waste. This also applies to needles and syringes, which must be disposed of in the
containers provided.

PLEASE NOTE: Upholding the welfare of the horses being exhibited at the Devon Horse Show is of pri-
mary concern to the Devon Horse Show Committee. We require that all horses be treated with the kindness,
respect and compassion they deserve and should never be subjected to mistreatment. Exhibitors, owners,
trainers, grooms, or their agents must use reasonable care in the handling and treatment of the horses owned
by them or placed in their care for competition or any other purpose. We will provide continuous well-be-
ing of the horse by vigorously enforcing the rules of US Equestrian as they pertain to the welfare of the
horse. Exhibitors are cautioned that Article 830 and HU102 will be narrowly interpreted. Violators will be
automatically penalized by the elimination of the horse involved from the class in which it is participating
and the next succeeding class in which it is entered. All such violations will be recorded in the US Equestrian
Steward’s Report and be reviewed by the Hearing Committee for such action as may be deemed appropriate.
